In order to provide a safe
environment or “Safe Sanctuary” for all students, we are requiring that its participants follow a “Code of
Conduct”. In order to attend all HUMYF Events | agree that:

o | will participate in all HUMYF events with a positive attitude.

o | will participate in HUMYF events with humility and gentleness, considering the feelings and needs of others
as more important than my own.

o | will treat other students and Adult Leaders/Chaperones with respect at all times whether | agree with them
or not.

o | will not gossip, talk about, make fun of, or engage in criticism of other students or adult leaders that is
negative, hurtful, or destructive. Gossip causes division, hurt feelings, and damages relationships. Positive
comments are encouraged.

o | will dress appropriately for all HUMYF events. My bottom, belly button, breasts, or under garments will not

be visible at any time.

I will not possess or use tobacco, drugs, or alcohol during HUMYF events.

I will not come to any HUMYF events under the influence of any illegal substance.

I will not come to any HUMYF events with weapons of any kind. (That includes pocket knives.)

| will not bring or use fireworks of any kind to HUMYF events.

I will respect others, and will not engage in fighting, foul language or disruptive behavior during HUMYF

events.

o | will not leave or wander from areas or facilities designated by HUMYF Adult Leaders for HUMYF Events.
HUMYF Adult leaders must account for your whereabouts at all times.

¢ | will not engage in inappropriate physical contact with other students, especially behavior that is violent or
sexual in nature.

o | will not engage in Public Displays of Affection with boyfriend or girlfriend during HUMYF events. (Holding
Hands, Kissing, etc...)

e | will show good sportsmanship when participating in games.

o | will notify adult leaders of inappropriate conduct by other students during HUMYF events. (All information
that is shared will be confidential and you will not be named. Adult leaders will be discreet when handling
said behavior.)

e Cell Phone use is prohibited during any teaching or worship times. If you have an emergency, please call
704-942-8769. (Rob’s Cell Phone)

In addition: On HUMYF Trips | agree that:

¢ | will not go into rooms occupied by the opposite sex, unless there is an adult chaperone present.
o | will attend all meetings, worship times, meals, and events on time.

o | will participate in service and mission projects performing the duties that are required.

Any violation of this code of conduct could result in removal from HUMYF events. During HUMYF trips, violations
could require parents to pick up their child from the event or activity before its conclusion.
